Preparation for Communion

A Word about Communion at Westminster:

This is a time for all people to seek the Lord. For Christians, Communion
(also called the Lord’s Supper or The Eucharist, which means
‘thanksgiving’) is a time to meet with their Savior by faith, to be
strengthened and renewed by Him as they eat bread and drink wine. All
baptized Christians who trust in Christ alone as their Savior and Lord,
belong to an evangelical church that embraces the gospel, are at peace
with their fellow neighbor, and seek strength and grace to live more
faithfully to Christ, are invited to participate. If you are not a Christian, or if
you are not prepared to share in this meal, we encourage you to spend this
time in prayer and to consider more deeply your relationship to Jesus
Christ. We also ask that children who have not yet publicly professed their
faith in Christ refrain from partaking until doing so.

You
will find grape juice in the cups on the outer row of each tray and wine in
the cups in the inner rows of the tray. Each person may take the element
according to his or her conscience.
