THE SACRAMENT OF THE LORD’S SUPPER 
Preparation for Communion 
 

 A Word about Communion at Westminster: 
 

This is a time for all people to seek the Lord.  For Christians, Communion 
(also called the Lord‟s Supper or The Eucharist, which means 
„thanksgiving‟) is a time to meet with their Savior by faith, to be 
strengthened and renewed by Him as they eat bread and drink wine.  All 
baptized Christians who trust in Christ alone as their Savior and Lord, 
belong to an evangelical church that embraces the gospel, are at peace 
with their fellow neighbor, and seek strength and grace to live more 
faithfully to Christ, are invited to participate.  If you are not a Christian, or if 
you are not prepared to share in this meal, we encourage you to spend this 
time in prayer and to consider more deeply your relationship to Jesus 
Christ.  We also ask that children who have not yet publicly professed their 
faith in Christ refrain from partaking until doing so.

 The Apostlesô Creed is an ancient creed (or, statement of faith) of the Church and historically has been widely used and cherished 

by believers.  Although it was not written by the Apostles, we believe it to be a concise summary of their teachings.  It may have 

originated as a baptismal formula around the 2
nd

 century, and developed into its present form by the 6
th

 or 7
th

 century. 
2
 Jesusô descent into hell consisted in His priestly act of offering Himself up as a sacrifice for sins, undergoing the wrath of God on 

the Cross, and remaining under the power of death for three days before being vindicated in His resurrection. 
3
 The term ñcatholicò means ñuniversalò and hence does not refer to one particular church, but to Christôs universal Church, wherever 

she may be found gathering in Christôs name.

Westminster uses wine and grape juice in serving the Lord‟s Supper. You 
will find grape juice in the cups on the outer row of each tray and 
wine in the cups in the inner rows of the tray. Each person may take 
the element according to his or her conscience.

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Christianity Explained 
 

Christianity Explained is an outreach of our church that aims to introduce friends and 

acquaintances to Jesus Christ within the context of caring community. As the gospel of Mark is 

read, taught, and discussed, our guests explore three questions that cut to the heart of 

Christianity: Who is Jesus? Why did He come? And what does Jesus demand of those who 

want to follow Him? You may have friends who havenôt made sense of the gospel as the good 

news of Jesus Christ. This study on Tuesday evening would be the perfect place for them to 

come and ask questions and receive answers about relationship with God. This study will be led 

in a non-threatening way to help people understand the foundation of the claims of Jesus Christ 

in a clear way. Each of the six lessons is organized to allow participants to openly and honestly 

discuss their thoughts and concerns in ways that respect a non-Christianôs fears and lack of 

biblical knowledge. If you have been looking for an effective and clear way for your friends to 

hear and consider the claims of Christ, this would be a good introduction to the beliefs of 

Christianity.  

 

You may be wondering, ñHow do I invite someone to Christianity Explained?ò You will find 

printed invitations to hand out at the welcome center outside the sanctuary. Take some and give 

them to your friends who are unconvinced or considering the claims of Christ Jesus. Give your 

friend the printed invitation and say something like: I want to invite you to join Christianity 

Explained. CE is a short, practical introduction to the Christian faith where you can pursue 

understanding and ask questions about God and His plan for us. You will be served by a team 

of people who will introduce you to what the Bible teaches about why we are here. Child-care 

is provided. The Tuesday evening meetings will take place in the fellowship hall at WPC. Each 

evening begins with dinner at 6:00 p.m., includes a talk, and ends with an opportunity to 

discuss and study the Bible in an open and friendly setting. We will finish at 7:45 p.m. Consider 

it an adventure in learning about why we are here.
